have been convicted of burglarizing .
federal offices in Washington D.C.
to obtain documents.

In a recent story, The Journal
reported on the Michigan Purifica-
tion Project, pointing out that simi-
lar operations elsewhere have been
accused of being recruiting fronts
for Scientology.

Nationally, the church also is
shrouded in mystery because no-
body has seen its founder, L. Ron
Hubbard, since 1979.

_Aurora St., teaches the management
techniques of L. Ran Hubbard, the
founder of Scientelogy.

Crittenden later said she gave the
Naylor mailing list to “another fel-
jow" who gave it to Palmer. She
said .the letter-maziling campaign
was a “‘nice gestere™ by Palmer.

One Ithaca womaz who asked not
to be named sa2id she was bom-
barded by Scientokogy literature and
received personal letters from male
Scientologists af:er attending a
Direct- Focus two-day workshop.
